Dennis and Tammy Campbell---(MissionGo Sierra Leone) Dennis is     
international president of MissionGO, an international sending agency that 
supports and sends missionaries to over 55 countries. Tammie founded the 
Treehouse Program, a ministry dedicated to educating and rescuing at-risk 
girls in West Africa. Together, the Campbells have worked closely with local 
pastors and communities, enhancing education and providing clean water    
projects in Sierra Leone, all to share the Gospel of Jesus Christ.
